3.    1840s Wrapper Dresses from "Environmental Living Patterns".  This dress is wonderfully adaptable to fit a variety of body shapes, especially helpful for those of us in transition between sizes!  Shoulder pleats fold softly down the overlapping front bodice into a tie waist.  The dress may be dressed up or down, depending on choice of fabric, collar, undersleeves, underpinnings and accessories. Fully lined bodice, gathered skirt, hand hemmed sleeves and deep facing skirt hem.  I use machine stitching on all seams which do not show. You supply the fabrics & notions.  Pattern requires about 7yds plus lining.$125 to make the dress, excluding collar and undersleeves.
