Elista was awarded a SEALHFAM scholarship with one other person. The deadline for scholarship application for national ALHFAM will be March 29th or before early bird registration ends. Will need a valid passport. Aaron Loehndorf has created a rubric form for scholarship awards and will send it to the district reps. ALHFAM membership from ALHA will be 5 people from each district and 5 at large. Current ALHFAM members through work or individual membership are not eligible. Applications for ALHFAM membership will be due the same day as the scholarship applications.

Education:
Northeast: Northeast Arkansas Living Historians are working with Davidsonville for their Territorial Days March 2nd and Jacksonport for the Civil War Days at the end of March. School of the Lady and Tulip Academy will be in April. 

Central: Conference prep; Historic Arkansas will have school fair at the end of April. Behind the Big House will be at HAM on March 29-30.

Northwest: Shiloh Museum is having their Shiloh Saturdays
South: Washington Frontier Days is this weekend; they will have a corset class and sewing workshops; several at Historic Washington are working on their journeyman and masters; Battle of Prairie D'ane reenactment will be on March 2nd.
